This has been an immense incident to run, everyone involved worked incredibly hard, never gave up and helped save so much of our community.

The National Response Team from the ATF has completed their part of the investigation and has left town.

Captain Wheelock created a AAR for all the agencies involved in the Lakeview fire.  He also came in on the day of the fire to help run calls and be a liaison for the investigators and he also stayed an additional day to help Andrew with some interviews.
